If a person decides to appeal any decision made by a Board/Committee with respect to any matter considered at a meeting or
hearing, that person will need to ensure that a verbatim record of the proceedings is made, which record includes the testimony
and evidence upon which the appeal is to be based (F.S. 286.0105).

Any person making impertinent or slanderous remarks or who become boisterous while addressing the Board, shall be barred
from further audience before the Board by the Chair, unless permission to continue or again address the Board is granted by the
majority vote of the Board Members present. Clapping, applauding, heckling or verbal outbursts or any remarks in support or
opposition to a speaker shall be prohibited. Signs or placards shall not be permitted in Commission Chambers.
